We moved to the Windsor area in December after selling an optometry clinic in Spokane, WA. After
researching many communities in Northern Colorado, we decided that Windsor was where we wanted to
pursue opening a new optometry clinic and optical.

Mr. Pickett and the SBDC are also going to be helping to advise us
on our initial marketing plan as well as refining our business plan.
